From ceremony 
and tradition to revolutionary 
breakthroughs in the sciences, 
advances in the arts, acts of 
valour on the battlefi eld and the 
struggle for political and religious 
freedoms, join us on a journey of 
discovery and innovation.

Marvel at the craftsmanship and 
intricacy of the three medieval 
silver maces, the symbols of 
the University's authority. See

University’s collections, challenging 
interpretations of the past and 
asking 'What is a Museum?'
