•  On 4th March, Sophie Huczynska gave an online talk in the Discrete Mathematics Seminar series co-organized by the Universities of Brescia and Modena e Reggio Emilia, Italy.
•  On 12th February, Peter Cameron attended the second Simon Norton Memorial Lecture, delivered by Professor Leonard Soicher at the London Institute of Mathematical Sciences, having himself given the first lecture in the series last year. The lectures were held in what was Michael Faraday’s drawing room at the Royal Institution in London.
•  Victoria Ironmonger gave an online talk on ‘Well quasi-order under the consecutive order: equivalence relations and permutations’ at the Open University Discrete Maths Seminar on 26th February. She also visited former St Andrean Robert Brignall at the Open University from 5-7th March.
•  Jon Fraser gave an online keynote talk on ‘Fourier dimension of the Brownian graph’ on 31st January at the Workshop on Fractals: Geometry, Analysis, Algebra, Numerics and Applications at the Indian Institute of Information Technology (IIIT), Allahabad, India. He also spoke on ‘L2 restriction estimates from the Fourier spectrum’ on 12th February at the Maxwell Institute Analysis Seminar in  Edinburgh.
•  An De Orellana visited the university of Bristol from 5-7th March, where she gave a talk titled ‘Fourier restriction for multifractals’.

•  As part of the Isaac Newton Institute Modern History of Mathematics Programme, Isobel Falconer gave a seminar on 20th February, entitled ‘Almanacks as a household enterprise, 1600-1750’. Then on 5th March she gave a talk to the Strathmartine Centre in St Andrews ‘From Neptune to St Andrews: John Couch Adams, Regius Professor of Mathematics’. The Strathmartine Centre is affiliated to the University but exists to support independent scholars working on topics in Scottish history.
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Daphne and colleagues at Spinlab]•  After IPAM’s workshop in January, Daphné Lemasquerier remained in Los Angeles for a four week collaborative research project at Spinlab, UCLA. The newly formed Topoboloid (topography+paraboloid) team ran lab experiments on turbulent, rapidly-rotating convection interacting with a localised topography.
